NOTES:
Prerequisite courses are the entry level classes for all other art courses.  After taking a prerequisite students can take the second level course or take any other prerequisite course.  

Portfolio Art is open to any third year art student. Portfolio Art (6050) has an A.P. Portfolio option and an I.B. Art option, Two-Dimensional Design Portfolio (6051) only has an A.P. option.  Photography students who wish to have an I.B. certificate in 2D Art/Photography must take Portfolio Art I.B. HL Yr. 1 in the Portfolio Art I.B. Art (6050) class.  Then sign up for Senior Portfolio (6054) to finish with the designated teacher in their selected studio.  

I.B. Art HL - Year 1 is a studio rotation which involves six projects, each one in a differenct media:
painting, drawing, printmaking, lens media/photography/film, sculpture.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Additional requirements in year 1 are three comparitive essays which compare works of art from varying styles, periods and cultures.  The essays center around selected topics or themes shared by the works being compared.

Year 2  is centered around individual exploration of a theme, idea and media.  Continued comparitive essays are required and a process portfolio which documents the development of studio works is a requirement.

A.P. Art Portfolio in general require 12 works that demonstrate breadth in media, technique and content, and 12 works that show an exploration of a theme, topic or idea. This aspect of the portfolio should be focused on the selected theme and the use of materials.
